New church plant in Grandview, WA with Tony 

and Grace Sanchez 

On Sunday, January 24, Tony and Grace Sanchez will be 

commissioned for as church planting missionaries with Northwest 

Baptist Home Mission by Manchester Community Church in Port 

Orchard, Washington. On Monday the 25
th
 they will load their rental 

truck and lead over Snoqualmie pass to Grandview. This predominantly 

Hispanic community is ripe for the kind of church envisioned by the 

Sanchez family. Their four children, Nicki, Ryan, Jony and Madeline are 

part of the team that uses family contacts to connect with their 

community. Tony says, “Our primary focus once we arrive in 

Grandview will be to settle into the community. I do plan to meet 

with key leadership of the community to gain insight of the community and to share our 

desire to serve the community. I would also like to visit some of the industrial locations in 

town not only to find out what goes on there but also to gain a greater insight of the lives 

of the people in the area; it also gives us positive exposure. The building of relationships 

is imperative within the Hispanic community (the vast majority of which is Mexican).  If we 

are to gain access into this community, we need to be where they live, work, play & shop.

Pastor Jim Mailloux of Richland First 

Baptist and David Thompson, NBHM Business Manager have spearheaded the renovation of the 

parsonage with volunteer help and the expert work of Contractor, Doug Gorsuch. Church 

member, Fred Radach, has spent many hours in this work and John Hunting has carried much of 

the burden of the church even while “nursing” his veryhis wife is under hospice care.  

We praise God for the foundation laid for this transition by Chuck Frerichs and trust that God will 

bless this new beginning with Tony and Grace. They are in need of additional funding. We 

encourage our churches to get involved in prayer and giving.

Courtney Lancaster Commissioned      

On Sunday, January 10, Courtney Lancaster was 

commissioned for missionary service to Japan 

under ABWE. Darrell Beddoe was privileged to 

represent ABWE and BNN at the service held by 

Northlake Community church of Bellingham, WA. 

Present were her parents, David and Susan 

Lancaster and her grandmother, Lillian Lancaster, of 

Ferndale, WA. Lillian and her late husband, Bill, 

were long time missionaries to Japan.  

Courtney took a three week missions internship Japan in 2005 and was then invited to join the 

missions team as short term missionary in 2006 both under ABWE. In July of 2008 she returned 

to the US for candidate classes and was appointed as a career missionary under ABWE at that 

time. In the service, she reported that all her support needs 

have been met and that she is scheduled to fly from 

Vancouver, BC on January 25, 2010.  

Northlake Missionary Committee chairman, Bill Schwartz and 

Jamie Collins, Elder chairman, reminded the church of their 

long history of Missions giving and sending. This history 

parallels the establishment of ABWE in the 1920s and the 

missions emphasis of the 1950s when the first Lancasters 

went to Japan.
