- T - Over the past 18 months we've been pursuing an extensive
series of remodeling projects to make our facility more
functional and attractive. Last year we remodeled our
basement classrooms and installed a new furnace and air
conditioning system. This year we renovated our lobby,
installed new vinyl windows all around, and are currently half-
way through a complete makeover on our south wing — we're
building a new entrance and office suite plus remodeling the
nursery and bathrooms. The work has taken longer than
expected and cost more than estimated, but there have been
some big blessings as well. Since we kicked off the projects, the Lord has brought in five new
construction trade families into the church — including a general contractor who is overseeing the
process. We were about to exceed our budgeted funds for the work, so we called for a special
offering. We figured we needed $10,000 to finish everything debt-free. we actually received over
$13,000! So we're very impressed that God is orchestrating the effort. This has encouraged us.
